7, 1975.

3. (EV) OTHER VETERANS means a veteran who served on active duty during a war or
in a campaign or expedition for which a campaign badge has been authorized (see attached
campaigns/expeditions and dates).

4, (NS) NEWLY SEPARATED VETERAN means a veteran who: (A) Served on active
duty in the United States military, ground, naval, or air service, and (B) Was discharged or
released from active duty less than one year before today’s date. Please include date of discharge

5. (NA) NOT APPLICABLE means a person who is a veteran but is not described in any
of the four categories listed above.
